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Agriculture in Mahitoba_

Considerably more than one-half of the population of Manitoba
is rural; and well over one-third of all the people actually live on
farms. Out of somewhere around 24 million acres of arable land in
the Province, the farms oceupy a little more than 15 million acres;
and the average size of farm in 1931 was just over 279 acres. The
1931 census showed that there were 54,199 farms in Manitoba with
256,305 persons living upon them.

Much room for choice is open to the Manitoba farmer. On the
one hand, there are widely differing classes of soil to select from, and
also considerable variation in type of environment; on the other
hand, there are market demands for a wide range of agricultural
products, thus permitting the individual farmer very largely to follow
his own inclination as to specialization in production.

The past fifteen years have witnessed a considerable, though a
gradual, change in farm methods. Originally, the farmer’s endeavor
was mainly directed to cereal production; today, though cereal
production is still the leading branch of agriculture, other branches
have attained much greater importance than in the past.

Wheat, oats and barley, all spring sown; are Manitoba’s leading
crops; and the fame of Western Canadian wheat as the ‘“‘strongest”
bread wheat offered to the world markets is increasing as years go by.

The Manitoba acreage devoted to wheat, however, is declining

slightly, more diversification now being practised in the use to which
land is put.

In addition to the three cereals mentioned, the other principal
field crops grown are rye (spring and fall sown), flax, potatoes, maize
(corn), cultivated grasses and clovers, and alfalfa. A few other kinds
of crop are produced in a smaller way.

The total area in field crops year by year is somewhere about
six million acres.

Live stock keeping has steadily risen in importance. The numbers
of horses, cattle, sheep and pigs combined run at between one and
one-half and two million head. More than half a million cattle, sheep
and swine are annually produced for slaughter. Some of these are
consumed by the farmer’s own family; most of them, however, are
either killed at Winnipeg or sent to the abattoirs in Eastern Canada.
The Union Stock Yards at St. Boniface are the largest in Canada,
and represent an investment of about one and one-quarter million
dollars. They will take care of about 25,000 head of animals at once,
Manitoba has some fine abattoirs. There is considerable foreign
trade in animal products.

Dairying has increased steadily. The most important branches
are the production of creamery butter and the supplying to the
city trade of fluid milk, sweet cream and ice cream. There are a
few cheese factories. The buttermakers of Manitoba have won very
unusual distinction as successful exhibitors at the larger exhibitions.
At normal prices, the value of dairy products runs between twelve
and fourteen million dollars per year. ]
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Poultry raising has developed rapidly, both as to volume and as
to the improvement of the industry. Canadians are among the
heaviest egg eaters in the world; and the grading of eggs, as carried
on in Canada, offers to the consumers such satisfactory guarantee as
to egg quality that as an article in the diet the egg is gaining in
popularity. During recent years there has been a very great expan-
sion in Manitoba turkey raising, and the general conditions on the
farms of this Province are very well suited to the successful rearing
of this bird, which has rightfully become so popular for roasting
purposes.

Manitoba gardeners are able to bring all of the hardier types of
vegetables to a degree of perfection unequalled in the warmer zones.
By choice of the right varieties, they can successfully supply the
local trade with sweet corn, tomatoes, melons and other vegetables
of a corresponding degree of hardiness. Strawberries, raspberries,
currants and gooseberries are grown for home use quite successfully;
and several tree fruits of a very satisfactory standard of quality and
of a sufficient measure of hardiness have been evolved and partially
introduced. Both annual and perennial flowers are grown in profu-
sion, and many of them to perfection.

Beekeeping has expanded rapidly during the past decade, and
the honey production per colony is unusually large, having been
officially estimated at an annual average of 157 pounds per colony
for the past five years. The generosity of yield is occasioned by the
prevalence of expansive fields of sweet clover, an excellent bee
pasture. The quality of honey is very high.

There are between three and four hundred fur farms in Manitoba
raising between them a dozen different kinds of animals, but with
most attention being given to foxes.

In the grain-growing parts of the Province the farms are well
mechanized. The latest census showed that approximately one-half
the farmers owned automobiles, one-third used gasoline engines;
more than two-thirds had cream separators; considerably more than
one-fourth had tractors; one-fifth owned their own threshing outfits;
one out of sixteen possessed a motor truck; while smaller numbers
operated combines, electric motors and milking machines. There
are, however, some outlying districts where live stock keeping is
the major industry, and where grain is very little grown; and in these
parts relatively little machinery is used.

“Mixed farming” is steadily advancing. Winnipeg and its
environs contain not only the greatest primary grain market in the
world, but also excellent markets for all other classes of agricultural
produce. Better rotations are being worked out. Soils are being
studied and classified. Improved varieties of crops of all classes are
being originated. The supplies of water, the abundance of grass
the cheapness of feeds, and the fertility of the soil all combine to
give to Manitoba farming many possibilities.

The Department of Mines and Natural Resources administers
the great natural wealth of the Province which consists of minerals,
timber, water-power, game and fish, etc., together with vast areas
of lands.

MINES The Province of Manitoba produced metals in 1933 to

the value of $8,237,747 in Canadian funds, an advance of
$666,303 over the output for 1932, and within a few thousand dollars
of being double the total of all metals produced in the Province
prior to 1931.

This production of gold, silver, copper and zinc comes from three
mines, all of which have come into operation since 1927 following
several years of active development and increasing capital outlay
in the better known mineral areas.

These mines have demonstrated the existence of orebodies of
great importance in Manitoba’s Precambrian, large areas of which
still remain practically unexplored and offer promise of reward to
the prospector.

Hudson Bay Mining & Smelting Co. at Flin Flon

The Flin Flon mine, the most important copper-zinc sulphide
deposit so far developed, lies on the Manitoba-Saskatchewan
boundary north of Schist Lake and about 90 miles by railway from
the town of The Pas. At this property, the greatest mining and
smelting plant between Sudbury, Ontario, and Trail, B.C., operating
at a daily capacity of 4,400 tons is now in its fourth year of operation
and supports directly a community of 5,000 people.

The company has its own copper smelter and electrolytic zinc
plant, from which a combined production of copper and zinc totals
90,000,000 pounds a year, and in addition to this 95,000 ounces of
gold and 1,200,000 ounces of silver.

Manitoba is placed second in the list of Canadian Provinces as
a producer of zinc and third as a producer of copper.

The Central Manitoba Mine, situated 100 miles northeast of
Winnipeg, has been a consistent producer of gold since late in 1927.
Its total output to date is in excess of $2,500,000.
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The San Antonio mine, 17 miles to the west of the Central
Manitoba mine, came into production in May, 1932. The discovery
of additional and important ore reserves has resulted in a decision
to increase the capacity of operations to 275 tons daily. The mine
has recently entered the list of dividend payers and has already
become one of the important new Canadian gold mines.

In Manitoba the search for gold has been active and widespread
since 1931. What appears to be a camp of outstanding importance,
the Gods Lake gold area, was discovered late in 1932. Diamond-
drilling results to date would indicate the possibility of several
producing mines in this area.

In the central Manitoba area many deposits of gold are known
apart from the San Antonio and Central Manitoba mines. This is
a large and important field that holds forth promise for the judicious
employment of capital. Beryllium deposits of this area are attracting
attention.

Two-thirds of Manitoba, or one hundred and eighty thousand
square miles, is underlain by Precambrian rocks. In this vast
territory are to be found numerous areas of schisted lavas and
sediments that constitute favorable prospecting ground for gold,
copper, zinc and other minerals.

In the non-metallics, the tapestried limestone of Manitoba is now
well known throughout Canada as a building stone of exceptional
beauty, strength and durability.

FORESTS The forested area of Manitoba amounts to about
thirty-seven per cent of the total area, and is covered
with forests of commercial value.

The total stand of merchantable timber is estimated at 3,751
million cubic feet of which 3,583 million cubic feet is accessible.
The accessible stands consist of 1,370 million feet board measure of
soft wood; 1,190 million feet board measure hardwood saw material;
and 30,000,000 cords of pulpwood, etc.

Manitoba has set aside for forest reserves six separate areas
containing 2,400,000 acres. These reserves are permanently reserved
for the growing of timber under scientific management, the main-
tenance of the water supply on the head waters of important streams,
and the protection of fish and game. The forest reserves contain
numerous beautiful lakes and wooded scenery, and are of great
value as summer resorts to the people of Manitoba as well as for
tourists, and all are easily accessible over Manitoba’s excellent system
of highways which extends to all parts of the Province south of
The Pas. :

WATER POWER Amongst Manitoba’s assets, water power oc-
cupies a foremost place because of the facilities
it provides for the development of her other great natural resources.
The rapid development of the mining, pulp and paper and general
manufacturing industries, with their concomitant growth in urban-
ization with its numerous demands for domestic, commercial and
municipal service power, have combined to stimulate hydraulic
development to a point surpassing even the most sanguine predictions
of a few years ago.
The power plants already constructed have an ultimate capacity
of 650,000 horsepower and the undeveloped power resources of
Manitoba amount to from 5,000,000 to 6,000,000 horsepower.

GAME AND FISHERIES Manitoba has long been noted for its

fur catch and the quality of the furs
produced. The pelts of these animals find their way to the markets
of New York, London and Paris. Some of the finest silver fox pelts
in the world were taken from animals found in this Province. Mani-
toba can also claim the second largest Fur Auction Sale Market in
the Dominion, which is held in Winnipeg. Buyers from United States
and other parts of the world attend.

Big game such as moose, jumping deer and caribou are plentiful
and provide splendid big-game hunting for the sportsman.

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Regulations for Motorists
in Manitoba

Registrations:—All motor vehicles or trailers must be registered and
display number plates when operating on the highways.

Transfer of Ownership:—Registration expires and registration card and
number plates must be returned to the department of the Municipal Commissioner.

Chauffeur and Driver’s License:—All persons driving motor vehicles must
carry either a driver’s or chauffeur’s license.

Age Limit:—No person under the age of sixteen allowed to operate any
motor vehicle or under twenty-one a vehicle exceeding two and one-half tons
in weight.

Change of Address:—Licensee to notify the Department of the Municipal
Commissioner.

Tourists:—Given the same privilege as a Manitoba tourist, but not permitted
to carry on business nor to drive a motor vehicle registered in Manitoba without
obtaining a driver’s or chauffeur’s license for Manitoba.

Lights:—Only two headlamps casting a white light allowed on the front of
a motor vehicle and a rear lamp casting a red light to the rear and illuminating
with a white light the numbers on the rear number-plate. The use of searchlights
or any lamp not a stationary lamp is prohibited, and no lamp allowed at a greater
height than thirty-six inches from the ground, nor beam of light above forty-two
inches from the level surface.

Refiectors:—To be carried on trailers.

Parking Lights:—To be visible both to the front and back of the vehicle
showing white or green only at the front and red only at the rear.

Brakes:—To be capable under normal conditions of bringing the vehicle
when travelling twenty miles an hour, to a stop in not more than forty feet.

Mirror Equipment:—A mirror to be attached in such a position as to
afford the driver a clear view of the roadway in the rear or of any vehicle
approaching from the rear.

~ Tire Equipment:—No protuberances of any material other than rubber
allowed. The use of tire chains permitted.

Warning Device:—Warning device to emit sound audible for a distance of
not less than two hundred feet. Warning to be given whenever necessary.

Windshield Wipers:—All vehicles to be equipped with windshield wipers
which are to be controlled or operated by the driver of the vehicle and kept in
operation whenever necessary. No poster, non-transparent material or dirt
allowed on the windshield, side wings, side or rear windows.

Projection from Vehicle:—No projection allowed more than four feet
bevond the rear of a vehicle unless a red flag is displayed at the end of such

- projection. No load to extend beyond the front of the vehicle more than three

feet, nor beyond the line of the mudguards on the left side of the vehicle nor
more than six inches beyond the line of the mudguards on the right side of the
vehicle. Vehicle and load not to have a greater height than fourteen feet six
inches or a greater width than ninety-six inches nor a greater length than
thirty-three feet. No combination of vehicles to exceed eighty-five feet.

Rate of Speed:—Driver to operate in a careful and prudent manner, having
regard to all the circumstances. Trucks exceeding two and one-half tons not
to be driven faster than thirty-five miles per hour.

Right-of-Way:—The driver on the left to yield the right-of-way to the
driver on the right and when entering a highway from a lane or private road to
yield the right-of-way to the driver on the highway. Must stop at level railway
crossings where a ‘“‘stop’ sign has been erected or where a warning signal is
operating showing the approach of a railway train. To pass a vehicle coming from
the opposite direction on the right. When overtaking to pass on the left only
when it is possible to do so with safety to traffic coming from the opposite
direction. Cutting in not allowed. When turning to the right at intersections to
approach intersection as near the right hand side of the road as practicable and
when turning to the left to drive as near the centre line as possible.

Prohibitions:—No racing or use of blasphemous or indecent language
allowed. No vehicle to be left unattended without stopping the motor nor within
twenty feet of an intersection or level railway crossing, nor on a curve unless a
clear view can be obtained of the vehicle. No driver to permit anything to be
drawn by a motor vehicle except a trailer. No person permitted to remove or
deface any sign, signal apparatus, etc., nor throw or leave any glass, nails, ashes,
etc., on a highway, nor drop from the vehicle or deposit any burning match,
ashes of a pipe, etc. No liquor in unsealed packages permitted in a car nor the
drinking of liquor.

Accidents:—The driver must remain or immediately return to the scene of
an accident and render all reasonable assistance, also give in writing upon request,
his name and address and to report the accident to a Peace Officer.

Penalties for Intoxication, Racing, etc.:—The license of the driver shall
be suspended for a period not exceeding six months and he is also liable to
imprisonment for thirty days—also before license is restored he must file with
the Department of the Municipal Commissioner proof of financial responsibility
to the extent of $10,000.00 for injury to person and $1,000.00 for damage to
property. If injury to person or property occurs when racing, or driving to the
common danger, or failing to remain at or return to the scene of an accident or
to report an accident, or driving without a driver’s or chauffeur’s license, the
driver amongst other penalties, is required to give proof of his financial respon-
gibility as stated above.

Manitoba From a Motorists
Standpoint

To the motorist, Manitoba presents an ever-changing variety of
scenery, for nature has richly endowed this Province and planted a
magnificent playground in the very centre of Canada for the enjoy-
ment of mankind. Approaching from the prairies of the south, one
immediately remarks the different and ever-changing landscape,
where lakes and streams, dense forest and ‘thundering cataracts,
hills and valleys combine to allure the traveller to other pleasant
scenes. Waterways offer bathing, canoeing, sailing and fishing; the
forests afford visions of wild life such as is rarely seen elsewhere on
this Continent, and flowers flaunt their colors by roadside, field and
glade. Birds in countless number and variety spend their summers
in the delightful north woods of Manitoba, setting an example which
man might profitably follow. Miles of alluring sand beaches on
sparkling lakes, rivers and bays, are accessible a short distance from
the centres of population and all forms of out-of-doors recreation
may be indulged to the fullest extent.

Extensive road building throughout the Province has resulted in
a splendid system of all-weather highways, well maintained by the
Government and Municipalities and affording easy access to the
various cities, towns, resorts and scenic points of attraction, as well
as connecting with the main highways of Minnesota and North
Dakota and the Trans-Canada Highway from Ontario and from
Saskatchewan.

The attention of travellers is drawn to ‘“Regulations for Motorists”
and “Game and Fisheries”” and to the free services offered by The
Tourist and Convention Bureau of Winnipeg and Manitoba. These
are dealt with elsewhere on this map.
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Undeveloped Power Resources in Manitoba — 6,000,000 H.P.

Wild geese and ducks are plentiful and widely distributed, and
there is no better sport shooting than on the marshes of Manitoba.
Partridge and prairie chicken are abundant and afford excellent
sport, and conservation measures are being carefully enforced to
maintain the stock. Spring goose shooting is prohibited.

Manitoba is also favored with many species of beautiful and
attractive song birds, which adds much to the enjoyment of the
great out-of-doors.

The rivers, streams and lakes of Manitoba provide excellent
sport for the angler. In the southeastern portion of Manitoba there
are numerous lakes, easily accessible from the highways where good
fishing may be enjoyed. The best grayling fishing in the world is
found in the Deer River in northern Manitoba.

Trout up to forty pounds in weight are to be found in many lakes
of the eastern and northern areas of the Province. Fine speckled
trout fishing is to be had in the Limestone and Kettle Rivers and
the lower reaches of the Nelson.

The inland fisheries of Manitoba rank second in volume amongst
the provinces of the Dominion, and as such, are a very important
factor in the economic life of the Province. The annual production
of the commercial fisheries of Manitoba is approximately 30,000,000
pounds, consisting of whitefish, pickerel, saugers and perch, the two
former predominating. Approximately ninety per cent of this
production is exported, chiefly to the United States.

angling except under a permit issued

LANDS The Province has ap-

proximately 6,000,000
acres of land available for settle-
ment, either by way of sale or
lease, the most of which is adapt-
able for grain and mixed farm-
ing, stock raising and dairying.
These lands are situated within
a reasonable distance from rail-
ways and are well provided with
roads and schools.

Land suitable for agricultural
development may be purchased
at attractive terms ranging in
price from $3.00 per acre upwards.

The northern portion of the
surveyed lands in the Pro-
vince contain luxuriant grazing
meadows, with excellent shelter
and water. These lands are avail-
Elk able for long term lease in blocks
up to 5,000 acres.

Manitoba is now also a Maritime Province with a coastline of
over 400 miles. The seaport is Churchill, situated about 500 miles
northeast of The Pas. Here nature has provided a magnificent
harbor with breakwaters consisting of rocky cliffs enclosing a tidal
basin of six miles in length and from one to two and one-half miles
in width at low water. The Dominion Government has constructed
docks and docking facilities, also a modern grain elevator and storage
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plant with a capacity of two and one-half million bushels, complete
in every respect with loading gallery and spouts and all equipment
necessary for the rapid handling of grain. Port and railway facilities
have been completely provided.

Winnipeg—The Capital City of Manitoba

The name Winnipeg has its origin in the Indian Cree name
“Win” (muddy) and “Nipee” (water).

The first attempt at colonization was in 1812 when Lord Selkirk
Settlers, coming in via the Hudson’s Bay, reached the banks of the
Red River at the present site of the City.

In 1870, when the Province of Manitoba was formed, Winnipeg
(then Fort Garry) was a trading post for the Hudson’s Bay Company
and had a population of 215. In 1873, when the City was incor-
porated, the population was approximately 1,869. The present
population is approximately 225,000.

Winnipeg is the distributing centre for Western Canada and
the greatest grain centre on the Western continent. It is served by
the two railway systems of Canada, and railway lines radiate from
this centre in all directions. Besides the two hotels operated by the
railways, there are numerous first-class hotels.

The City owns 38 parks, having a total area of 1,035 acres, of
which the two outstanding are Assiniboine Park and Kildonan Park.
The City also owns and operates two municipal golf courses. The
municipally-owned Hydro Electric System develops its power
(ultimately 198,000 H.P.) at two sites on the Winnipeg River.

The Manitoba Power Commission was formed by
Act of Legislature in 1919, with the object of making
it possible for the Municipalities of Manitoba, by
co-operative effort, to obtain at cost an adequate
supply of dependable cheap electrical power.

The Manitoba Power Commission’s Hydro System
draws its power from the rushing Winnipeg River,
one of the greatest sources of power on the Continent,
and distributes energy by means of a carefully
planned transmission system consisting of a series
of loops stretching across Manitoba containing in
all approximately 1,100 miles of steel tower and
wood pole transmission lines, together with the
necessary transforming stations and apparatus. This
system supplies electric power to the Cities of
Brandon, Portage la Prairie and to sixty towns,
villages and rural districts throughout Manitoba.

The Commission maintains standby plants at
Brandon and Virden, and operates a Diesel plant
at Birtle supplying the Birtle-Binscarth system—
this latter plant will also be-used as a standby
when the Birtle system is brought into the main
transmission system.

By means of transmission systems or isolated
plants, every Municipality in Manitoba desirous of
obtaining electrical power can do so at cost through
the Manitoba Power Commission.
