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AUTO AND HIGHWAY INFORMATION

CAR INSURANCE-U.S. Motorists travelling in Manitoba are
required to produce evidence of insurance if involved in an
accident. It is advisable that you carry some form of insurance
card with you.

Out-of-Province Canadians are required to carry a
“‘Canada Inter-Province Motor Vehicle Liability Insurance
Card” as proof of insurance. This card may be obtained
from your own insurance company.

ACCIDENTS —Reportable damage resulting from accident
has been raised from $100.00 to $200.00. This is combined
damage to your vehicle and any other property. Where
damage to a vehicle appears to exceed $100.00 NO person
may repair it unless a sticker has been issued by police
showing the accident has been reported. Anyone attempting
to repair such damage and the vehicle does not have a
sticker is liable to a fine.

TRAILER REGULATIONS -Only one trailer may be towed by
a passenger motor vehicle. ‘

Trailer hitch must be attached to frame of motor vehicle.

Safety chain or device must be attached between trailer
and motor vehicle.

Trailers having a gross vehicle weight of over 2,000
pounds are required to be equipped with electric or air
brakes. !

Riding in trailers being towed by another vehicle is pro-
hibited but individuals may ride in truck campers or self-
propelled campers.

Clearance lights must depict the four upper corners of
any trailer which exceeds 80 inches in width. Trailer must
carry at least one red lamp and one red stop lamp or com-
bination of both at rear. .

Combined length of trailer and vehicle must not exceed
65 feet. Trailer width must not exceed 102 inches.

Overlength and overwidth trailers may be moved only with
special permits which are available free of charge from any
weigh scale inspector, or from the Highways Dept., 1075
Portage Avenue, Winnipeg 10, Manitoba. ‘

Such trailers may only be moved during daylight hours on
weekdays. Although not a requirement, a set of flares should
be carried in case emergency stops are made at night. |

Travellers entering Manitoba with rented hauling trailers
are required to post a $50.00 bond at the border. After trailer
has been returned to the U.S. within the 30-day time limit
the deposit will be returned by mail.

ROAD INFORMATION AND SIGNS— ‘
On Manitoba’s highways, traffic signs and markers are similar
to those in other parts of Canada and in the United States.

Our traffic signals are of the standard systems used
throughout Canada and the United States. ‘

Iltems which should be noted: ‘

SPEED LIMITS—

The maximum speed limit on rural Manitoba highways is 60
M.P.H., unless otherwise posted, and on urban streets it is
30 M.P.H. unless otherwise posted.

DRIVERS’ LICENSES —Your current driver’s license or in-
struction permit from any country is valid while vacationing
in Manitoba. Persons under 16 years of age are not allowed
to operate motor vehicles on Manitoba highways.

THE BREATHALYZER—Visitors to Manitoba, or any part of
Canada, should be aware that a: recently introduced law
makes it mandatory for a driver suspected of being under
the influence of alcohol to comply with a police officer’'s
request that he take a ‘‘breathalyzer’” test. The “‘breath-
alyzer” takes an accurate measurement of the quantity of
alcohol in the person’s blood. Results are used to determine
if the driver should be charged with impaired driving.

BLOOD-ALCOHOL CHART

It is a Criminal offence to drive with blood-alcohol over .08,
or refuse, without reasonable justification, to submit to a
breath test.

INSTRUCTIONS IN USE OF CHART
There is no absolute rule that governs the effect of alcohol
on the human body. Each individual reacts according to
body weight, temperament and the amount of food present
in the stomach. The scale on the opposite page shows the
estimated percent of alcohol that will be present in the blood
following the consumption of a given number of alcoholic
drinks. The scale is aiso an indication of the extent to which
your driving may be impaired by alcohol. To use the scale
follow these directions carefully.
1. Count your drinks—the following drinks contain approx-

imately equal amounts of alcohol:

12 oz. beer 5 oz. table wine or champagne

3 oz. port or sherry 2 oz. liqueur
1% oz. hard liquor(*) 1 ordinary cocktail
(*) whisky, gin, rum, vodka, etc.—80 proof
