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Agriculture in Manitoba

Considerably more than one-half of the population of Manitobs
i rural; and well over one-third of all the peopls sctuslly live on
farme, Out of pomewhers aroand 24 milllen acres of arsble land n
the Provines, the farme ocoupya little more than 15 million nores;
and the average size of farm in 1931 was just over 279 peres. The
1521 census showed that there were 54,1909 famms in Manitoba with
266 3005 persons [iving upon them,

Mueh room for choles & apen to the Manifoba farmer. On the
one hand, thers are widely differing elisses of =oil to select from, and
ilso . ponsiderable virlation In type of envimonment; on the other
band, there are market demands for a wide moge of agricultursl
products, this permitting the individual fnrmer very lurgely 1o follow
his own inclination as to specialization in production.

The past Gftcen years have witnessed a considermnble, though &
gradunl, change in farm methods. Originally, the farmer's endesver
wia maunly dirscted to cerenl production; btoday, though eeceal
production is still the lesding branch of agriculture, sther bhmnches
have attained mush grester importance than in the post,

Wheat, ontz nod badey, all spring sown, are Manitoba's leading
erops; mnd the fame of Westarn Canadisn whent as the “strongest”
broad wheat offered to the world markets is ncrensing as yoam go by.
The Manitoba sereage devoled to wheat, however, is declining
glightly, more diversification now. being practissd in the use to which
lamd 3= put.

In addition to the three cereals mentionad, the other principal
field erops grown are rye (spring and [al] sown), lax, potatoss mnize
(wirn), cultivated grosses snd clovers, and alfalfs. A few other kinds
of crop s produced in 6 smaller way.

The toinl area in feld crops vesr by year 8 somewhers abowt
six millisn aares.

Live stock keeping haa steadily risen in importance. The numbers
of horses, cattle, sheep and pigs combined run at between one and
ane-halfl and two million hond, More than half o million cattle, sheep
mnd swine mre annuslly produced for slaughter, Some of thess are
congumed by the farmer's own family ; most of them, however, are
gither killad st Winnipeg or sent {0 tho abatioirs in Eastern Canadn.
The Union Stock Yards at 5t Boniface are the largest in Canada,
pad ropresent an investment of about one aod one-quarter million
dollim, They will take oare of about 25 000 head of anirmals st onoes,
Manitoba hss pome fine abatioirs. There is considerabls foreign
traude o animal produsts,

Dajrying his incresssd steadily. The most important branches
pre the production of ereamery butter and the supplying to the
eity tride of flukd milk, sweet oream and fes cronm.  Thers are o
few cheese fuctories. The butiermakers of Manitoba have won vory
untsunl distinction as suscessful exhibitors st the lurger exhibitions.
At normal prices, the value of dairy products rins betwean twalve
and fourteen milllon dollams per year,
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Poultry raising has developed mapiclly, both ns to velume and na
to the improvement of the industry. Canadians are among the
henviest cgg eaters in the world; nnd the grading of oges, as carried
on n Cansda, offers to the consumers such satisfnetory gunrmntes as
to epg quality that as an artiele in the diet the ege is gining in
popularity, During rocent vewrs thore las been o very great expan-
gion in Manitobn turkey rising, and the geneenl conditions on the
farms of this Provines are very well suited o the successful rearing
of this bird, which has rightfully become so popular for ronsting

PUrpeises

Manitoba grrdeners are able to bring all of the hardier types of
vegetables to o degres of perfoction unmgualied in the warmer zones,
By ¢hoice of the right variethes, they ean suceessfully mupply the
loeal trade with sweet corn; tomatoes; melons and other vegrtables
of & corresponding degree of hardiness. Strawberries, rasplerries,
currants and gooseberries are grown for home use quite suoeessfully;
and. peveral tree froits of & very satisfactory stundard of quality and
of o sufficient messure of hardiness have beon svolved and partinlly
introduced. FPoth anndal and perennisl flowors ame grown s profu-
ninn, and muny of them to perdection.

Beekeeping hod expanded rapidly during the past decsds, and
the honey production per solony B ooosully Iurge, hoving been
officinlly eatimuted at an annuoal sverage of 167 pounds per colony
for the pust five years, The generosity of ¥ield & occasionsd by the
prevalence of expansive fields of sweet clover, an cxcellent bes
pasture. The quility of honey i very high.

Tiwere sre between thres and four hundmd fur forms in Manitoba
rabsing botween them o dosen different kinds of animals, but with
micsd altentbon being given 0 foxes.

In the gmin-growing parte of the Provioeo the farms are well
mechnnized. The latest census showed that spprocmately one-half
the farmers owned sutomobiles, onethird ueed greoline eogines;
more than fwo-thirds bad cream separstors; considerably morm than
one-fourth hod tractors; one-fifth owned their own threshing outfils;
one out of sixtoen possessed a motor truck; while smaller mummbers
operntod eombines, electrio motors snd milking machines. Thisre
are, however, some outlying districta where live stock keoping ia
the major industry, and whers grain is very Hitle grown; and o thess
purta relatively little machinory is ased,

Wlixed farming” i8 steadily advancing. Winnipeg and its
environs contain not only the greatest primary grain madeet in the
world, but also excellont markets for all other classes of agriculturml
produce, Better rotations are being worked oul. Soils are being
sludied and classified. Improved varictics of erops of all clnsses are
being eriginated. The supplies of water, the abundanee of grass
the cheapnesa of feads, and the fertility of the soil all combing to
give to Manitoha farming many possibilitiea

glade. Birds in eountless aumber and varisty spomd their summers
in the delightiul north wosds of Manitoba, sstting an sxampls whish
man might profitably follow. BMiles of allunng sand beaches on
eparkling lakes, mdvers and hays, are aeerssible o short distanes from
tha eentroa of population nnd all forms of out-ol-doars meereation
may bo indulped to the fullest sxtins,

Exteosive rond building throughout the Provipes has pesulied in
o splondid system of allswesther highwoys, woll maintained by the
Government and Municipalitkes and afording sasy seoess o the
warious cities, towns, resorie and seenio points of attmetion, s well
pi connecting with the moin highways of Minoeseta aml  North
Dakots and the Trans-Camds Highway from Ontacio and  from
Baskatchowan,

The attention of trvellors is denwn o " Regulations for Motorista"
and "Gome and Fisherics™ and to the frec services offered by The
Tourist and Convention Burcau of Winnipeg and Manitoba. Thess
are dealt with clsewhero on this map.
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Wikl geese and ducks are plentiful and widely distribaied, and
tham s no better aport shooting than on the marshes of Manitoba
Fartridge and prire chicken sre abuncdant and aford excelleni
gport, mnd conservation measored are boing carefully enforced to
muintain the stock. Bpring goose shoobing i3 prohibited.

Manitoba b5 also favorsd with many species of beautifnl and
atlractive song birds, which adds muosh w the onjovment of the
greal ouit-il-rhonm.

The rivers, streams ancd lakes of Manitobn provide exosllent
sport for the angler. In the southeastern portion of Manitoba thers
pry putnerons lakes, sasily accessibla from the highways whers good
fahing may be enjoyed. The best grayling fishing in the world ks
found fn the Desr River in northern Manitoba.

Troot up to forty pounds in weight are to be found in many lokes
of the enstern aod northern arens of the Provinee, Fine speckled
trout fshing s {0 be had in the Limestone and Kettle Bivers and
the lower reaches of the Nelson.

The inland fisheries of Manitoba rank second in volume smongst
the provinees of the Dominkon, and as sueh, sire & very important
factor in the sconomie §ifo of the Provines. The ammusl produstion
of the commercial fisheries of Manitoba is approximataly 20,000,000
pounds, consiating of whitefish, pickerel, saugers and perch, the two
former predominsting.  Approximatsly ninety pear cent of this
production s exported, chiefly to the United States,

papulation is approximsiely 225,000,

Winpipeg i= the distributing centre for Western Cannds and
the greatest genin centre on the Western continent. Ti s served by
tho two milwny systoms of Cansda, and railway lines mdinte from
this cantre in all directiona, Beaides tho two hotela operated by the
railways, thero are oumorous first-olnss hotels.

The City owns 38 parks, having s total aren of 1085 neres, of
which the two outstanding are Assiniboing Park and Kildonan Park
The City alsa owne and oporates two municipal goll courss, The
municipally-owned Hydro Electric Systern develops its power
(ultimately 198,000 H.P.} at two sites on the Winnipag River.
