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Agriculture in Manitoba

Considersbly more than one-half of the population of Manitohs
is rural; and well over one-third of all the people actually live on
farma. Out of somewhare aroand 25 to 32 million peres of wmble Iand
in the Provinee (variously estimated), the farms ocoupy 1534 million
acres: and the pverage sizo of farm in 1036 was just over 271 nores.
Tha 1036 consum eshowed that there were 57,774 [arms in Manitobas
with 281, 160 persons living upon them.

Muoch room for chakes 8 open to the Manitoba [armer. On the
one hand, there are widely differing classes of soil to select from, aod
alan eonsiderable vmriation in type of environment; on the othwer
hand, there are market demands for a wide range of agricultural
products, thus permitting the individual farmer very largely to follow
his osm inclination as to specialization in preduction.

The past twenty years have witneased & considerabla, though &
gradual, change in farm methods. Originally, the farmer's endeavor
was muinly directed 1o cereal production; today, though eereal
produetlon ks still tha leading branch of agriculture, othor branches
have witaled much greater importanca than in the past.

Whest eats and barley, all gpring sown, are Manitobn's lesding
orope; and the fame of Wostarn Canadian wheat as the “strongest”
brend wheat offernd to the world markets is being fully sustained as
yours go by. The Manitoba scresge devoted to wheat, howewvar,
has been declining slightly, mere diversification now being practised
i the wse to which lnnd is put.

In addition to the three cereal: mentioned, the other principal
fiald ertvps grown sre rye (spring and fall sown], flax, potatoss, malee
feorn), eultivated grasses and clovers, and alfalfs. A fow other kinds
of erop are prodoced in a smaller Wiy,

The total ares in fisld cropa year by year is somewhere about
s 1o six and one-half million neres.

Live stook keaping has steadily risen in importance. The numbers
of horses, estile, sheep and pigs combined run at botwesn one and
one-half and twoe million hesd. 'Well over half n million eattle, sheep
and swine are annually produced for slaughter. Some of these are
ponsumed by the farmer’s own {amily; most of them, however, are
sithar killed at Winnipeg or sent to the abattoirs in Eastarn Canada.,
The Union Stock Yards at St. Bonifuce are the largest in Canada,
and represant an investment of aboul one and one-quarter million
dollars. They will take eare of about 25,000 head of animals at onoe.
Manitoba has some fine sbattoim. There b considerable loreign
trode in onimsl products.

Dalrying has increased stendily, The most important branches
are the production of creamery butter and the supplying to the
aity trade of fiuid milk, swest cream and joe eream. There are about
fifteen cheese factories, The buttermsiers of Manitobs have won
vary unusunl distinotion as suocessful exhibitors at the larger exhibi-
tions. At normal prices, the value of dairy products russ beiween
eleven and fourteen million dollars per year,
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Pouliry rakzing has developed rapidly, both as to volume and na
to the improvement of the industry. Coanadions are among the
hesviest egg enters in the world; and the grading of egga, as carried
on bn Cansds, offérs to the consumers such satisfastory puaranies ma
to egg guality that ss an article in the diet the egg is gaining in
popularity. During recent years there has beon & vary great axpan-
gion in Manitoba turkey mising, and the general sonditions on the
{nrius of this Provinee are very well suited to the suecessiul rearing
of this bird, whick has rightfully beeoms so popular for roasting
purposes,

Manitoba gardoners are able to bring all of the hardier types of
vegetables to a degree of perfection unequalled in the warmer sones,
By choice of the right varieties, they can succesafully supply the
loaa! trade with swest corn, tomatoes, melons and other vegetablos
of n corresponding degree of hardiness. Strawberriea, raspberries,
currants and gooseberriss are grown for home use quite successfully;
and savoeral tres fruits of s very satisfactory standard of quality snd
of a sufficient measure of hardiness have been evolved and partinlly
introduced. Both snnunl and perennial flowers are grown i profu-
gion, and many of them to perfection.

Beckeeping has expanded rapidly during the post decade, and
the honey prodoction per colony & unususlly lurge, having been
officially estimated st an annual average of more than 133 pounds
ner colony for the past five years (1632 to 1986), The generosity of
yield Is occasionsd by the prevalence of expansive fields of aweet
clover, an excellent bee pasture. The quality of honey is very high.

Thare are between five and six hundred fur farms in Manitoba
rlsing between them & dosen differont kinds of animals, but with
moet attention being given to foxes,

In the grain-growing paris of the Province the farms are well
mechanized. The latest sensus showed that approximately 40 per
cerit of tho Earmers owned automohiles: aver 23 per cent used gasoline
engines; about one-fourth have tractors; about one-sixth own thefr
gwn threshing outfits; one out of sighteen possessed a motor trusk;
whils smaller numbers oparnted combinas, electric motors and
milking machines. Thers are, however, soms outlying districts
where live stoek keeping in the major industry, and where grain is
very little growm; nnd in thess parts relatively Httle machinery is
usad, A

"Mived farming' s steadily advancing. Winnipsg and ita
environs contain not only the greatest primary grain market in the
world, but also excellent markets for all other classes of agrioultural
prodoce.  Better rotatlons are being worked out. Boils are being
etudisd and classified. Improved varisties of eropa of all classes are
being originated. The sapplies of water, the abundance of grass
the cheapness of feeds, and the fertility of the soil all combine to
give to Munitoba farming many possibilities.

{allowing several years of notive development nnd ineronsing enpital
outlny in the better known minernl aress.

These mines have démopstrated the existence of ore-bodies of
great importanes in Manitoba's Precambrian rocks which underlie
two-thirds of Manitobn, or an area of one hundred and eighty
thousand square miles. In this vast territory, much of which still
remuins unexplored, are 1o bo found numeerowes arens of sehistod s
and sediments that constitute favoarabls prospecting groaml for
gold, copper, zine and other minerals and offer promise af mwand Lo
thi prospoelor.
